SAN JUAN COUNTY POPULATION 2036

- The first step of updating the San Juan County Comprehensive
Plan is identifying the future population.

- The Growth Management Act (GMA) requires the County to
develop plans that are consistent with the projection range
Issued by the Washington State Office of Financial
Management (OFM).

- The selected projection has a direct impact on the size of the
County’s Urban Growth Areas (UGAs), the assessment of the
County’s future housing needs, prioritizing capital facilities
projects and future land use.

The factors contributing to population change are not discrete variables with measureable causal connections. They are a cascade of influences that affect each person differently.

Natural population growth peaked in the late 1980’s. 

Since 1999, deaths have outnumbered births in the County. The high number of deaths to births is likely to intensify over the planning period as rates of baby boomer mortality increase over time. (By 2029 the last of the baby boom generation will be 65 and the bulk of the boom generation will be between 70 and 84) The County’s mortality rate can be expected to increase. 
It is clear that current and future population growth will be driven by migration rates.




NET MIGRATION FORECAST

Even when compiled into 5 year blocks, it is clear that net migration is volatile. 

The unpredictability of the source of the County’s population growth means that using the historic average annual growth rate as the basis for a future population forecast is not appropriate.

The recommended population forecast is based upon the maintenance of the County’s proportionate share of the State population. 

The R2 value indicates that the forecast is consistent with the historic data. 

When staff used the same test on the OFM’s medium projection, it had a lower R rating and was less consistent with the regression line data.
