The Guardian ad Litem shall make a reasonable inquiry as to the facts and issues
in dispute and shall decline the appointment if the Guardian ad Litem is not
qualified, competent or able to complete the matter in a timely manner. The
Guardian ad Litem shall locate professional resources as necessary to assist in
the Guardian ad Litem’s evaluation and recommendations.

The Guardian ad Litem shall maintain the ethical principles of the Guardian ad
Litem’s own profession.

The Guardian ad Litem shall remain qualified for the registry to which the Guardian
ad Litem is appointed and shall promptly advise the court of any grounds for
disqualification or unavailability to serve.

The Guardian ad Litem shall maintain independence and objectivity in the
Guardian ad Litem investigation.

The Guardian ad Litem shall avoid any actual or apparent conflict of interest or
impropriety in the conduct of Guardian ad Litem duties. The Guardian ad Litem
shall avoid self-dealing or association from which the Guardian ad Litem might
directly or indirectly benefit, other than for compensation as Guardian ad Litem.
The Guardian ad Litem shall take action immediately to resolve any potential
conflict or impropriety. The Guardian ad Litem shall advise the court and the parties
of action taken, or resign from the matter, as may be necessary to resolve the
conflict or impropriety.

The Guardian ad Litem shall treat the parties with respect, courtesy, fairness and
good faith, regardless of race, color, creed, religion, national origin, cultural
heritage, gender, age, education, economic status, marital status, sexual
orientation or disability.

The Guardian ad Litem shall inform the court concerning all relevant information
disclosed or made available to the Guardian ad Litem.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
Court Appointed Guardians ad Litem
Policies and Procedures for County-Paid Services

Guardians ad Litem who accept County-Paid appointments by the court in Title 26 cases agree to comply
with the following fee and expense payment policies and procedures:

The Guardian ad Litem shall be paid for services provided at the rate of $75.00 per hour with an hourly cap
of up to 30 hours. Reimbursement for expenses are governed by the following standards.

Ordinary and usual costs of performing duties of Guardian ad Litem, such as, but not limited
to telephone charges, postage and copies, shall be reimbursed at actual cost.

The cost of any expert witness, interpreter, investigator or other professional services must
be approved in advance by the Superior Court Judge and shall be reimbursed at actual cost,
unless paid directly to the expert witness, interpreter or investigator.

The Guardian ad Litem shall not be reimbursed for in-County travel. Any out-of-County
travel, exclusive of time travelling on the Washington State ferries, will be paid at the rate of
$75.00 per hour, not to exceed three (3) hours. Travel expenses such as ferry fare or parking
fees shall be reimbursed at actual cost. Mileage will not be paid.

The Guardian ad Litem expressly reserves and the County acknowledges the Guardian ad
Litem’s right to petition the Court for extraordinary relief for extraordinary circumstances.

The Guardian ad Litem’s invoices for payment for services rendered and costs incurred during the
preceding month shall be given to the Superior Court Administrator in the form, manner and detail specified
by that office, including but not limited to the provisions and requirements stated below:

The Guardian ad Litem shall submit a signed original and one copy of any invoice,

including thereon:

a. Case number;

b. Name of parties;

c. Date, nature and duration of service expressed in hours and decimal equivalents of
minutes expressed in 15-minute increments;

d. Statement of total costs incurred during that billing period; and

e. Documentation of costs billed in the invoice
