There is no
information on the county’s carrying capacity. There is a substantial inconsistency between the official
Vision Statement for the county and the buildout potential baked in to the current density map. None of
these topics has benefited from public exposure and conversation.

We cannot allow uncontrolled growth and development in these islands if we have any hope of preserving their unique
rural and natural environment. As evidenced by the discussion about vacation rentals the time is NOW to make sure we
