Please set caps that reduce the current negative impact of VRPs. Ensure that these caps
are permanent and that they are re-evaluated every few years to ensure that they are
sufficiently restrictive to prevent the challenges that we have been facing for the past several
years.

Such re-evaluation should be done with the intention of lowering caps as needed to minimize if
not eliminate the negative impact of over-tourism.
