county's population to over 130,000 would create an unlivable dystopia for humans, plants, and animals alike. Loving the
islands to death is not an option.

Please use Joe Symon's request as a challenge to think carefully about what the rest of the century will hold for these
precious island jewels of the Salish Sea. As you have probably heard before, failing to plan is planning to fail. Don't let
San Juan County be the next example used by Harvard Business School to describe "the tragedy of the commons" in the
early 21st century.
