The elected Board of Commissioners of San Juan County
Fire Protection District No. 4, aka Lopez Island Fire & EMS
has determined that funding of EMS services on Lopez Island
requires more stable and consistent funding. If approved by
the voters, this measure will authorize emergency medical
services (EMS) property tax levy at a rate not to exceed
$0.50 per thousand dollars of assessed valuation for each of
ten years beginning in 2022.

The vote on the levy is required by RCW 84.52.069. Any tax
revenue may be used only for the provision of emergency
medical care or emergency medical services, including
related personnel costs, training for such personnel, and
related equipment, supplies, vehicles and structures needed
for the provision of emergency medical care or emergency
medical services.

Approval of the levy will allow the Lopez Island Fire & EMS to
improve the level of emergency medical services provided to
the citizens of the Lopez Island Fire & EMS.

If approved, this EMS tax on a $500,000 assessed
valuation residence would not exceed $250.00 each year
or approximately $20.83 per month. A “yes” vote is for
approval of the levy. A “no” vote is to reject the levy. A 60
percent approval is required.

Argument For

Lopez Island Fire & EMS (LIFE), EMTs, Paramedics
and Firefighters are available to help you 24 hours a
day, every day year in and year out. Now they need
your help. The Department has maximized available
resources in its daily operations by extending
loans, refurbishing existing vehicles, purchasing
used vehicles and equipment, seeking federal and
state grants, billing insurance companies to recover
some of the District’'s cost in providing Emergency
Medical Services (EMS) and cooperative purchasing
agreements. As emergency responses increase,
these measures are no longer adequate to maintain
our current level of emergency services, specifically
EMS. LIFE cannot operate at a deficit! Funds from
this Levy will be used to maintain the high level
emergency services LIFE provides to our community
by continuing to fund LIFE’s Strategic Plan begun with
the 2005 levy increase, continued with the 2013 levy
increase and continue with the updated 2021 plan and
beyond. LIFE is proud to serve our Community and we
are committed to continuing this high level of service.
However, without this 50 cent EMS levy, the level of
emergency services LIFE provides could be reduced.

Lopez Island School District seeks voter approval of a capital
levy to fund projects to improve the District’s facilities through
construction, building repairs and upgrades to the water
system, and shall make other capital project expenditures as
found necessary by the District’s Board of Directors.

If the levy is approved, taxable property within the District
would be taxed to pay for improvements over the next
five years. The estimated rates of this levy are $.09 (2022
collection); $.09 (2023 collection); $.08 (2024 collection); $.08
(2025 collection), and $.08 (2026 collection) per year for each
thousand dollars of assessed property value. The levy would
generate funding in the amount of $139,000 each year of the
levy.

The exact levy rates shall be adjusted based upon
the actual assessed value of the property within the
District at the time of the levy. Exemptions from taxes
may be available to certain homeowners. To determine

Argument For

With a minimal tax of .09 per $1000 of assessed
valuation this Capital Levy will achieve several
essential goals. It will fund a more reliable water
system replacing an old and problematic well, also
lowering mineral content, preserving the school’s
water pipes. It will also support upkeep and
improvements to facilities and equipment, easing
the burden on the district’s general fund. With the
limits to local funding resulting from the state’s cap
on the district’s Enrichment Levy, the dollars saved
will provide much needed support for teaching and
learning. For merely $45 per year on the median
value of a home, we will get a lot in return.
