Residential (RR) to Rural Industrial (RI). The Lummi Nation is responding as an affected
tribe. The Lummi Nation Tribal Historic Preservation Office (LNTHPO) has reviewed the
distributed project documents as well as records on file at our office.

Based on the fact that this a non-project action and no ground disturbance is proposed, the
LNTHPO recommends that the project proceed as planned with the San Juan County
Inadvertent Discovery Plan (IDP) on-site and followed should cultural resources or human
remains be encountered.
