Mr. Stephens:  Provided testimony in Olympia on the rail and vessel oil transportation bill; reported that there are approximately twenty-five bills regarding implementation of I-502 on marijuana; met with Representatives Kristine Lytton and Jeff Morris; discussed funding for Pear Point/Turn Point connector road, Orcas Village and McCay Harbor Road; met with Governor Inslee and discussed the status of the newly implemented ferry reservation system and jet noise – the Governor assigned someone on his staff to coordinate; will attend North Sound Mental Health meeting on Thursday.
Mr. Hughes: Visited with community members and Orcas Power & Light Cooperative (OPALCO) on Orcas Island with County Manager to focus on various issues including street lamps, storm water and the fire marshal program; attended Seattle Yacht Club and made a presentation regarding excise tax collected on power boats, requesting that they support the funds going to Washington State parks - also discussed House Bill 1868 to use road money for marine infrastructure projects in island communities; went to Olympia and met with legislators on a variety of issues.

Mr. Jarman: Attended the Agenda Oversight Committee meeting last week; attended Town of Friday Harbor Council meeting.
Mr. Thomas (County Manager): Met with the Noxious Weed Board last week; met with San
Juan Library personnel to discuss extending library parking onto the Public Works Guard Street property.
